"In a recent case, brought by two gay nurses that live with their children
in a Detroit Suburb, Mr. Schuette defended a 2004 Constitutional ban on
Gay Marriage through the use of experts considered 'unbelievable' by the
Judge hearing the case.

The attorneys from our office decided not to attend this year's Law Day
event because we believe that Mr. Schuette wasted Michigan taxpayer
money defending the Michigan Constitution by disparaging gay people
and their ability to be good parents. Conybeare Law Office supports and
protects the rights of all individuals, gay or straight."

But this was not just a win for her (there is a $500 prize). It is also a
win for the LGBTQ community. In her piece, she talked about gay rights
and other marginalized groups. Why? Because when people say "every
vote counts" they do not always mean every vote. Hannah said that her
essay focused on this as well as idealism in America.

She said, "There really is a big picture of idealism in early America
(about voting rights) but in reality women couldn't vote, people of color
couldn't vote, and it would be hard to find anyone outside of the sect of
Christianity voting as well."

With the ban of gay marriage being lifted in Michigan, it is important to
remember why this happened. People voted to make it so. Hannah said,
"If you can't vote to see representation in government then it's not
really democracy."

By selecting politicians with your viewpoints and campaigning for causes
you believe in you can make a difference. Even if you are too young to
vote, you can take part in things like the Law Day Essay to show an
interest in the political world around you.

"I think this essay is important to show that young people aren't as
apathetic as every article in Time Magazine paints us to be," Hannah
said.

EINANCIAL PLANNING 101

Same-sex partners (married/unmarried) and
heterosexual unmarried couples are becoming
increasingly prevalent, more vocal and comprising a
large segment of our nation's population. That's a
good thing. However, meeting their financial needs,
as our society becomes even more complex and
discriminatory, makes proper and strategic estate and financial planning
imperative.

This is not a unique declaration for any segment of the population, but
it has been my observation the past thirty years in my career that it has
been human nature to procrastinate, or enter into denial, or delegate
responsibility to others or wait until the bitter end to engage in active
pursuit of doing what's financially prudent. Some people become
complacent by their knowledge of having a will or participating in a 401k
plan or by owning a modest life insurance policy or having a relationship
with a so-called "financial advisor," CPA or attorney. None of these
alone represent the hallmark of smart financial planning.

Everyone is not treated equally in the eyes of the laws, thus it is even
more crucial that people who do not qualify for certain luxuries or
provisions, obtain a compassionate and knowledgeable guidance from a
financial services professional who succeed in circumventing the
unfairness by strategic and macro-economic planning.

I submit to you that people described above are in desperate need of an
orchestra performing on their behalf rather than a collection of soloists,
each of whom have different sheet music. What I mean is that there
are professionals who are important to good financial planning but
limited by their own specific knowledge and expertise within their own
discipline. It is only the collaborative effort of the CPA, lawyer, financial
advisor, and others that is exactly what is appropriate for you and your
desires.

What is always missing is the orchestra conductor (like myself) who is a
very experienced and knowledgeable financial services professional
whose mission it is to coach and enlighten people how to establish a
plan and acquire the tools and products of each discipline that your plan
dictates. Furthermore, it is the conductor who will hold the other
professional participants accountable for their contribution to your
financial plan so that everyone has the same sheet music with your
name on it and complementing (rather than competing) the work and
contribution of the other professional participants.

Just like in @ good marriage and committed
relationship....COMMUNICATION IS KEY'!

All too often we place too much confidence and trust in those who
profess to be what they claim and who strive to do what's right for
you...only to find out that are imposters or self-serving to your
detriment.

In summation, suffice it to say, everyone's lifestyle and financial
resources are not the same, thus everyone's financial necessities and
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goals are not going to be the same. Therefore, it is truly in your best
interest to seek mentoring and coaching (without obligation on your
part) from the proper person help you establish a financial plan (as
complex or simple as required), plan strategic steps in pursuit of your
plan and summon the professional help of others whose advice and
services become important to your planning.

BE PROACTIVE, NOT REACTIVE.
